Agenda Items for Parish Forum on 8th March 2012
1. Election of Core Group Member
There is currently a vacancy on the Core Group for a representative from St. Ann’s. A nomination form will be placed in the church porch this weekend. In the event of more than one nomination being received a vote would be taken at the Parish Forum.
Laura agreed to email Chris details of the Core Group vacancy and put a nomination form in the church porch this weekend.
2. Fire Safety in Parish Buildings
Father Stan agreed to ask Brian Tonner to investigate with the Diocese what our legal requirements are in relation to fire safety, including the display of ‘no smoking’ signs
3. SVP Membership
The Parish SVP groups are looking for new members the Parish Forum will be used to highlight this.  In addition, a speaker will be at St. Mary’s on the 4th March to raise awareness.
4. CAFOD

6. Parish Social Committee
It was agreed that the Parish Forum would be used as an opportunity to reinstate the Parish Social Committee to arrange two social events to mark the Parish Feast Days which will be celebrated on:
· Saturday 14th July for St. Ann’s. The Feast Day is the 26th July, but it will be celebrated early to ensure families can attend before the School Holidays; and

· Saturday 8th September for St. Mary’s.

The Parish Liturgy Groups plan the liturgical celebration at 1pm, but it has been suggested that a faith supper or BBQ could be held following mass.

7. Retreat at St. Mary’s – 10th March
John will remind male parishioners of the retreat he is leading on 10th March at St. Mary’s to support his dissertation.

8. Any other Business
An opportunity for any other business will be given and Core Group members were encouraged to ask parishioners at the weekend masses if they had anything they would like to discuss.

It was agreed that Laura will draft the agenda for the Parish Forum and it will be circulated with the Parish newsletter on Sunday 4th March.  Laura will also send to Ann Whitfield for publication on the Parish website. 

Arrangements for the Parish Forum
John will chair the Parish Forum and Core Group members will sit beside him at the front of church.
Heating in the hall at St. Ann’s
Maureen raised a concern that the heating in the hall was not always on in time for the Rainbows to use the hall on a Tuesday evening and had done some investigations as to whether a 7 day timer would be compatible with the heating system.

Father Stan already has plans to put a 7 day timer in place to reflect the use of the hall by different groups and save heating costs.  He will take this forward.

Announcement of Eucharistic Prayer
Father Stan was asked if he could make it clear which Eucharistic Prayer he was using for those with the new Missals.

Parent and Children Group
Laura mentioned that several of the parents at St. Ann’s are considering organising a half-termly evening for parents and children in the hall at St. Ann’s as a support for young families in the Parish.  No details of when this will start, but she wanted to see whether there was support for the initiative.

Core Group agreed that this would be a good way of encouraging people to come to church.  Father Stan noted that consideration should be given to running some activities in the school holidays.
