Matters arising

Phil had forgotten to investigate further the resources for the Asylum Seekers’ Survival pack he had seen advertised in Holy Rude, Stirling. 
Columba mentioned that ASSIST would help in constructing such a list.

4.
Survey of J&P groups and their activity
Penistone – noticeboard with items of J&P interest, also linked to ecumenical area. Would welcome ideas for ecumenical work.
Ailsa (Hillsbro) thought it was useful to talk/inform as well as act eg contact ASSIST or Moslem to speak.

Suggested a newsletter to communicate issues etc

Deepcar – Churches Together Community Shop involving many people donating/selling clothes/bric-a-brac. Well-used by community and profits ploughed back into the community. It is also recycling which is a justice issue.

Monthly Fairtrade stalls. Traidcraft stall and Pat Deakin obtains stock from Traidcraft. Problems about sell-by-dates for small communities. Devonshire Street Traidcraft were able to assist with providing material on a sale-or-return basis.

Hillsbro – Covenant with the Poor raises money and disseminates info

Parish Priest always mentions J&P issues in homily

Sympathy expressed for refugees

June 2 rally in London – local coach has been cancelled
At the Cathedral although J&P always informed the choice of music and frequently the homilies there was no J&P group as such. Phil had been asked by the PPC to initiate this and was looking at a Network of activity related to J&P and a core group to enable this. The first meeting of the core group would take place in the next week or so. He considered that we need to know what we mean by J&P and that the term had come to be used for the big issues of justice whereas what we are all called to do is ‘wash the feet of the world’. He did not wish to exclude eg parents’ care of children from J&P as this too is an act of self-giving which is so much part of J&P and the active life of Christ to which we are all called. He referred us to Pope JP2’s late statements re Mass being authenticated by action in the world and to Pope Benedict’s Sacramentum Caritatis which repeated things similar. He advocated a vision of a J&P church rather than a J&P group.
