That, along with the fact that many people’s favoured passwords aren’t exactly
impenetrable, makes it easier to see why some sources put the number of online accounts being broken into at around 100
per second. Yes, you read that right: 100 per second. To help give you some extra peace of mind about your digital data,
our #WakeUpWednesday guide has some tips on setting more secure passwords.
